Saturday night's winning Badger 5 numbers were 23, 24, 25, 27 and 28.
Badger 5 is a $1 daily terminal-generated game with jackpots that start at $10,000 and grow

a minimum of $1,000 a day until they are won. Players win the rolling jackpot by matching
their five numbers to the five winning numbers drawn each night.
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
