For selling those tickets Swetz Country Corner Mart and the East Troy BP each earn a $200 
commission from the Wisconsin Lottery.  Lottery retailers who sell winning tickets with prizes 
of $600 or more earn the equivalent of 2% of the prize, up to a maximum commission of 
$100,000 per winning ticket. 
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
