(Madison) —The Powerball jackpot grows to $77 million (est. annuity) for this Saturday, May 
2, after no one in any state matched all six winning numbers in the Wednesday, April 29th 
drawing. 
 
Wisconsin had one $10,000 Powerball winner Wednesday night.  That $10,000 winning ticket 
was sold in La Crosse at Kwik Trip, 4828 Mormon Coulee Road. 
 
Ticket holders at all prize levels have 180 days from the drawing to claim their prizes by mail, 
or at the Lottery’s Madison or Milwaukee offices. 
 
Wednesday’s winning Powerball numbers were 06, 19, 36, 50 and 59, with a Powerball of
