(Madison) —No one in any state matched all five numbers plus the Powerball to win the 
jackpot in the Wednesday, May 2 drawing, pushing the new jackpot for Saturday, May 5 to 
$20 million (estimated annuity). 
 
One ticket sold in Wisconsin for last night’s drawing matched all five regular winning 
numbers but not the Powerball to win a prize of $200,000.  The $200,000 winning ticket 
was purchased at Pine Ridge Convenience Store, 3350 E. Main St., Merrill. 
 
Last night’s winning Powerball numbers were 01, 08, 35, 40 and 47.  The Powerball was 09 
and the Power Play prize multiplier number was 03.
