De Noyer
bought his winner at Kwik Trip, 2102 Washington Ave. in Manitowoc.

The winning numbers on the 13" were 13, 16, 20, 35 and 41, with a Powerball of 06. The
Power Play prize multiplier was 04.

For selling the $20,000 winning Power Play tickets Kwik Trip and K K Mart each earn $400.
Pick ‘n Save and Kwik Trip earn $200 for selling the $10,000 winners. Lottery retailers who
sell winning tickets with prizes of $600 or more earn a commission equivalent to 2% of the
prize, up to a maximum of $100,000.
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
