Oklahoma ticket claims Powerball jackpot 
Three $10,000 winning tickets sold in Superior, La Crosse, Manitowoc 

 

 
 

(Madison) — A ticket from Oklahoma matched all six numbers in the Wednesday, June 27th 
Powerball drawing to claim the $105.8 million jackpot. 
 
Three Powerball tickets sold in Wisconsin for Wednesday night’s drawing matched four of 
the five regular winning numbers plus the Powerball to win a prize of $10,000.   
 
The $10,000 winning tickets were purchased at Inter City Oil, 1011 Winter St. in Superior, 
Quillins Shelby Foodhouse, 3954 Mormon Coulee Rd. in La Crosse and Kwik Trip, 
2819 Meadow Lane in Manitowoc. 
 
The new jackpot for Saturday, June 30th is $15 million (estimated annuity). Last night’s 
winning Powerball numbers were 09, 11, 13, 24 and 43.  The Powerball was 18 and the 
Power Play prize multiplier number was 04. 
 
 
 

 
 
 
No one matched all six Megabucks numbers to win the jackpot in the Wednesday, June 27th 
drawing.  Last night’s winning Megabucks numbers were 03, 15, 22, 26, 32 and 33.  The 
new jackpot for Saturday, June 30th moves to $13.6 million (estimated annuity). 
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
