$10,000 Powerball prize claimed in Townsend 

 

 
 

(MADISON) —A $1 Powerball quick pick ticket turned out to be worth $10,000 to Milo 
Fischer of Townsend.   
 
With the only set of numbers on the ticket, Fischer matched four of the five regular winning 
numbers and the Powerball in the Saturday, June 9th drawing to win a $10,000 prize. 
Fischer received a check for $6,825 after taxes. 
 
The winning ticket was purchased at Twenty-One Shell, 2250 Westowne Ave. in Oshkosh.  
For selling Fischer’s ticket, Twenty-One Shell earns $200.  Lottery retailers who sell winning 
tickets with prizes of $600 or more earn the equivalent of 2% of the prize, up to a maximum 
of $100,000. 
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
