(Madison) —Anton Ebenhoch of New Berlin won $200,000 in the Wisconsin Lottery’s 
Wednesday, July 15 Powerball drawing. 
 
Ebenhoch missed the Powerball, but matched all five regular numbers drawn on the 18th to 
win his $200,000 prize.  He bought his winning $2 quick-pick ticket at Speedway, 14001 W. 
Greenfield Ave. in New Berlin. 
 
The winning Powerball numbers on the 18th were 26, 50, 51, 52 and 57, with a Powerball of 
37. 
 
For selling Ebenhoch’s winning ticket Speedway earns $4,000 from the Lottery.  Lottery 
retailers who sell winning tickets with prizes of $600 or more earn a commission equivalent to 
2% of the prize, up to a maximum of $100,000.  
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
