(Madison) —Donn Rettgen of Reedsburg and Sarah Ringelstetter of Briggsville have claimed 
the $10,000 prizes they won in two separate Wisconsin Lottery Powerball drawings. 
 
Rettgen won $10,000 in the October 3rd Powerball drawing with a ticket he bought at Viking 
Liquor in Reedsburg. 
 
Ringelstetter won her $10,000 prize in the September 23 drawing.  She bought her winning 
ticket at Pierce’s Marketplace in Portage.    
 
Powerball players win $10,000 by matching four of the five regular numbers drawn, plus the 
Powerball. 
 
For selling Rettgen and Ringelstetter their winning tickets Viking Liquor and Pierce’s 
Marketplace earn $200 commissions.  Lottery retailers who sell winning tickets with prizes of 
$600 or more earn the equivalent of 2% of the prize, up to a maximum commission of 
$100,000.  
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
