Mauston man claims $350,000 SuperCash! prize 
 

   
 
(Madison)  — Robert Spieckerman of Mauston matched all six winning numbers in the 
Wisconsin Lottery’s April 3rd SuperCash! drawing, earning him the game’s top prize of 
$350,000. 
 
Spieckerman’s winning numbers were 04, 14, 18, 23, 26 and 30. 
 
After taxes, Spieckerman received a check for just less than $239,000. 
 
Spieckerman bought his winning ticket at Pick ‘N Save, 750 N. Union St. in Mauston.  For 
selling that winning ticket, Pick ‘N Save earns a commission of $7,000.  Wisconsin Lottery 
retailers who sell winning tickets with prizes of $600 or more earn the equivalent of 2% of 
the ticket’s prize value, up to a maximum commission of $100,000. 
 
SuperCash! is a $1 daily on-line game played only in Wisconsin, with a top prize of 
$350,000 and a doubler feature.   
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
